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Guide for Authors of Contributed Papers 


Submission of Full Paper
Full papers should be written on A4 (297 mm x 210 mm) paper with left, right, and top margins of 20 mm, and a bottom margin of 25 mm.
The number of pages should be 2 or 4 for contributed papers.
Papers must be uploaded to the conference website as PDF files by May 18, 2026. 
Paper format is given on the next page, which may be used as a template for MS Word.
The font should be Times New Roman throughout the paper, except for figures, where Arial may be used.
Figure captions must be placed below each figure, and table captions must be placed above each table.
Since the paper will be published online, photos and figures may be in color.
Please refer to the sample template shown on the next page.

Presentations
1) Oral Session: The presentation time is 15 min. for invited and contributed papers including questions and discussion. In the case of students' presentations, teachers must be the co-authors and attend their talks. In addition, presenters are required to submit their PPT slides before the conference.
2) Poster Session: The presentation time is 1 hour. As a general rule, one person per presentation. In the cases of student presentations, teachers must be co-authors and attend their presentation.
3) Video Presentations via the Conference Website: Presenters are required to submit a 15-minute video after acceptance. The video will be available on the conference website for a certain period of time before and after the conference. Questions and answers will be posted on the website in text format.
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
